EAST CROSSING’S COMMANDMENTS
FROM COVENANTS AND BYLAWS
The covenants and restrictions for East Crossing are seven pages of legalese.  The following “commandments” are intended for reference only and are NOT designed to be a true representation, as many restrictions are not listed.  At your closing, you should have received copies of the covenants and bylaws. If you have questions, call the Homeowners Association for an accurate and complete copy of the covenants.  These covenants are for the mutual benefit of the lot holders to insure the home in and the subdivision of East Crossing will maintain its value.  

Everyone who owns a lot in East Crossing is a member of the Association and must pay the annual dues for maintenance, insurance on the common/lake areas, canal, streetlights, and entry lights.  If the property is rented, the owner is responsible for the maintenance of the lot.


Siding will be brick, wood, stucco, stone, vinyl or aluminum only.  Paint color changes or other exceptions have to be approved by the Association.  If you plan to change the color of your house, put on an addition, install a pool, fence, or garden shed, please notify the Board. If you want to put up a workshop or garden shed, approval must come from the Association first.  They’ll need to see the plans and elevation.


The HOA (Home Owners Association) can use legal means to enforce the covenants and make the violator pay penalties ($25 per penalty after 30 days; On 31 day, $5 a day until in compliance), legal and Court costs.


No person shall park and/or maintain any mobile home, travel trailer, or residential trailers or any other vehicle apparatus or structure capable of moving or drawn on wheels along the highway.


No six (6) wheel and/or three (3) axle vehicles or larger shall be parked or maintained on any lot.


Houses are for residences only.  Commercial uses, trucks and businesses are not allowed


Lakes are for drainage and views only. No swimming, fishing, or boating in the waterways.  Do not put any substances or toys in the water or take the water out for your lawn.

Boat on trailer can be parked behind the front corners of the house.


Lawns must be well kept and shrubs trimmed.  You cannot cut down trees if they are larger than six (6”) inches across at two (2) feet above the ground.


No dogs shall be allowed to run loose.  No more than two pets per household.  Pens and doghouses, etc. must be behind the house.  

No storing or selling vehicles or appliances, etc. on the property.


Park in drive ways only, not along the street, or on the lawn.


No CBs or other antennas.


Don’t block access for utility personnel or county entities along the lot lines.


“For Sale” or “For Rent” signs are okay as long as they aren’t more than six (6) square feet in size.  No other signs can be put up.


Lawn wells are permitted but you cannot have a well for drinking water or another septic system.

Fence approval is required.  Fences cannot be over six (6) feet if wood and not over four (4) feet if metal.  Backyards only, please


Mailboxes must be similar in style to the kind already in use.


No mobile homes or sales trailers allowed.


Swimming pools must not be higher than two (2) feet above the ground and have to be in the backyard only.  No pools over the five (2) foot utility easement.


No permanent clotheslines.  Temporary ones in the backyard are okay.


MOUNT PLEASANT TOWN and/or ASSOCIATION RULES: 
      No storing used and/or inoperable vehicles on lots.  Vehicles must carry a current license.  POD or pod-like unit can only be parked in driveway for thirty (30) days. 
      No garage sales run as a business.
      Only three (3) non-related people may occupy a home.
